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In the 1800’s sailing ships
exchanged ballast stone from their
hulls for wool and grain. Skilled
Stonemasons crafted buildings on
Ballast Stone Estate and around
South Australia from this stone.

Exhibiting lifted aromas of vanillin
oak and violets, this fruit driven full
bodied wine has a spicy complexity.
